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Since we anticipate a large turnout of Scouts and Scouters, there are two areas that will be cleaned up -- The garden area in the back (behind Butterfly House) and the plantings along Olive Road.  Everyone should plan to meet at Gov. Bates' barn at the end of his driveway behind the Butterfly House; parking alongside the 3 acre prairie.  Volunteers should be instructed to go around the entry round-about to the left, toward the rear of the park, behind the Butterfly House.  There is a gravel roadway leading to the Bates’ House and we are instructed to park anywhere along that roadway in the grass.  There are also picnic tables in that area where Faust County Park will be providing water and where we’ll have lunch. Snacks & sandwiches will be provided by the City of Chesterfield for lunch sometime between 12:30 and 1:00 pm.  
 
Faust will also be providing the spray bottles of Round Up for spraying after any honeysuckle is cut.  Faust Park will provide some tools, but has encouraged us to bring as many of our own as we can.
 
They will mark with tags the plants/tree starts they would like cleared from the plantings along Olive Road.  The Ranger noted that while most people probably think the landscaping along the edge of the park there looks good, it’s actually overgrown and has a lot of plant starts that need to be thinned out.
